If he has changed rapidly in percentile levels, you
may want to refer him to a physician. Rapid changes are
less likely to be significant when they occur within the
range from the 25th to the 75th percentile.

In normal teenagers, the age at onset of puberty varies.
Rises occur in percentile levels if puberty is early, and
these levels fall if puberty is late.
